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A New Wave “Problem of the Commons”

Economists and political scientists have discusskd
“problem of the commons” as long as large spacés @pen
access have existed. The classic “commons” isge [éeld of
grass available for grazing by anyone. The “probBlensuch
a field invariably getsover-grazed. Why? The typical
explanation: nobody’s direct stake in the fieldsigficient to
cause them to act in the long term best interagtereof the
field they all use, or all the grazers.

We have a new wave “problem of the commons” brgvan
Lake Samish. It is arising from (a) increased bwpatise; and
(b) the increasing power and impacts of wake bbaids.
Lake Samish is a relatively small lake in a bdalsetting.
Though densities in the Lake Samish basin areivelgt
stable, population growth has been robust bothhnartd
south of the lake the past decade. More peopletesjua
more boats. Since Lake Samish is a great localirgpat
destination, served by a public dock, it is usedabyever
growing number of boaters, all with equal privilsge enjoy
its waters. Predictably, the effect of more boats Lake
Samish is like grazing more sheep on the commaoaiicton
the finite lake surface grows more congested, theutative
impact of boat usage mounts (especially on peals)dayd
the potential for conflicts grows — both betweemrss and
between all users and the lake’s own health.

At some point more boats on Lake Samish could rbégi
end its benefits to everyone — and threaten the’dakwn
integrity. Fortunately, that day still seems offthé horizon
line. (NB: A pending Fish & Wildlife proposal to pand the
boat launch, if implemented, would speed up pragtesard
that event).

However, factors other than the sheer number efsusan
push a commons into the red zone. One such fextoclass
of users with a disproportionate impact on the commons —
and the uses others make of it. Think bionic sHeeped on
a grazing commons. In the Lake Samish version, idens
wake board boats. Their size and shape is famliatr their
purpose and design is quite different than othesseis, in
that they are built to maximize the water they lisp and
translate that displacement into big, coherent watke let
wake boarders in tow catch as much air as possible.
Wake board boats generating bionic wakes are gduknv
stress to an already stretched “ecology” of boatingour
lake. The wakes they radiate swamp small crafts@pnad
shorelines and floating docks much like winter stor only
it is summer and we now experience these waveslgagr
Some wake board boats include another featureathds a
second big impact to that of the mega-wakes, budrawther
channel. Loudspeakers mounted on some of the looaftn
out tunes, to enhance the experience of the baaatgps and
the trailing boarder. Frequently, they are audible wide,
for a much larger and involuntary listening audeercmany
of whom may not share the same musical preferences.

New regulations to solve community issues like tgldom
are effective. Typically they end up increasingislons be-
tween people, often don't solve the impacts prokdemh usu-
ally have regrettable unintended consequences. T3
board hopes to solve this problem within our comityurit
will create dialog between parties with variousketain this
issue and, out of the dialog, help sponsor a plaaducate
stakeholders on both sides, leading to changedvibkaand
improved common enjoyment of Lake Samish.

If wake board boaters realize that their 18 ineles pitched,
coherent wakes completely swamp a rowing shell v@ith
inches of freeboard, perhaps they will change @uvhen
they see a small boat ahead and use the otheofsitie lake
for their run. Or back down the amount of waterythead
into their ballast tanks before running. It is Woet shot. On
the other side, dock owners might get less upsetakes
from wake boards crashing onto their shores if feayn that

summer winds generate waves of equal force — with a

frequency that actually dwarfs the impacts of walcard
boat waves. Again, who knows?
