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Neighborhood Communication

The following is summarized from the Whatcom CouBheriff ‘s Block Watch Program.

Communication is the key to successful Block Watabgrams. We must communicate with the Sheriffficef between
neighbors and to anyone entering our neighborhBlwtk Watch will help you to be better preparedtfus essential

communication.

The Sheriff's office relies on us to call 911 aegaort all suspicious activity. A few examples ofivties to report follow:

Strangers entering a neighbor’s house whenunisccupied

Vehicles being loaded with valuables at an umatésl residence
People loitering in secluded areas

Abandoned vehicles (it may be stolen)

The sounds of breaking glass or open windowsnimcgupied residence
Slow moving vehicles in a repetitive pattern

Parked, occupied vehicles at unusual hours

Persons going door-to-door (possibly casing theé)

The Sheriff's office would rather investigate anee-prone situation than be called when it's toe.lat

Communicate to neighbors whom you trust about ychereabouts, time schedules, and activity around lfome and property.
Ask neighbors to check on your place when you'neggfor extended periods. The new LSA email and plaalling lists (see
related articles) are examples of opening up conication about urgent issues, such as crime activitgur area. Newly to be
designated “Block Coordinators” will help faciliaheighborhood communication.

The use of Block Watch signs at each neighborh@odss point signal to visitors that the neighbochisaunder the watchful eyes
of residents. It's good to know others care abchdtvihappens to you and that “the bad guys” cands®draged from threatening

your neighborhood.

Samish Water District News

In the spring of 2005, the Lake Samish Watershed Management Advisory Committee (LSWMAC)
recommended the District monitor the water quality of the Lake. The monitoring plan was
designed to establish a Lake water quality baseline. The District retained Western Washington
University, Institute for Watershed Studies to perform the Lake water monitoring. This March,
Doctor Robin Matthews presented a water quality update on the last six months of Lake
monitoring to the LSWMAC.

You can view the Lake water monitoring information on Western Washington University’s web
page at http://www.wwu.edu/ then click on INDEX, then click on INSTITUTE FOR WATERSHED
STUDIES, then click on PROJECTS and finally click on LAKE SAMISH WATERSHED. Also the
District has the Lake water monitoring information available for review at the District’s office.
Doctor Matthews also discussed water quality issues relating to the algae blooms in the Lake.
Bluegreen “Algae” blooms may occur throughout the summer and early fall, causing concern
about potential toxicity and drinking water quality. Information on water treatment options for the
treatment of Lake Samish water related to bluegreen algae is available at the District’s office,
Whatcom County Health Department or on Whatcom County’'s web page at
http://www.co.whatcom.wa.us by clicking on DEPARTMENT INDEX, HEALTH DEPARTMENT,
ENVIRONMENTAL, and then DRINKING WATER.

Eventually, we hope to merge into one big fire depant that will be called South Whatcom CountyeFand Rescue. This
automatic aid and eventual merging will strengtti@response to emergency calls, get respondéing teall sooner and make
sure there is still backup to answer other emerigenc

Finally, the Lake Samish FD is proud to announeg tie received a grant from the Federal Emergenagadgdement
Agency. This grant in the amount of $97,362 dsllpaid for 16 new breathing apparatus sets ancetOsets of bunker gear.
The breathing apparatus, known-as SCBA (self-coathbreathing apparatus) and the bunker gear (hezatg, pants, boots,
and helmet) are the essential pieces of proteeiipgpment used by firefighters when battling acttrre fire. Although the
bunker gear has not come in yet, the SCBA'’s wilbhehe fire trucks to see at the BBQ, if you ateriested in seeing them.

With budgets dwindling and money for the voluntdepartments becoming harder to find, it is impdrfanvolunteer
departments to find funding through grants and faisgrs.
